 If you or someone you know needs urgent care but it's not life-threatening, 

call 111.

Scotland. 
 If you already have a Crisis Line number, give them a call. 
 Contact your GP surgery and ask for an emergency appointment. 
 Find helpline numbers for Alcoholics Anonymous, Narcotics Anonymous and 

Cocaine Anonymous.
